RUSSIAN MILITARY

The VTTV Omsk Military Materiel
and Technologies Exhibition is one
of the most important annual sell-
ing events for the KAMAZ joint
stock company. At the VTTV 2007
show, KAMAZ is presenting new
derivatives of military and multi-
purpose trucks featuring advanced
technical-and-tactical specifica-
tions, armament, etc. However, the
company is also unveiling newly-
designed products. During the exhi-
bition, the trucks are to be shown
in action at the driving range.

he special place is to be held by two
Ttrucks produced on the KAMAZ-43501 4x4
chassis that is a lighter and shortened
variant of the KAMAZ-4350 Mustang truck. The
platform truck with the 3-tonne capacity
designed for the Airborne Force and the origi-
nal Barkhan-KAMAZ cross-country cargo off-
roader with an original bonnet and the 12-per-
son/3-tonne capacity (6 persons + 1 tonne in
the station wagon variant) are very similar, but
only a specialist can spot this kinship.
Main units and assemblies determining the
trucks' characteristics are the same. Both have
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a gross weight of 10 t, 240-hp KAMAZ-740.31-
240 (EURD-2) engines with the 931Nm (95 kg/m)
peak torque, KAMAZ KP-154 10-speed hydro-
mechanical gearbox and high power-to-weight
ratio (24 hp/t of gross weight). The trucks are
equipped with all the paratroops need for life
support and mission accomplishment. The
design of the body of the Barkhan that is
KAMAZ's centerpiece at the Omsk exhibition
provides Class 5A truck protection in accor-
dance with the GOST R 50963-96 standard.

In 2005, the KAMAZ-43501 passed all tests
and was recommended for full-rate production.

The KAMAZ-43269 Vystrel was exhibited in
Omsk in 2005. This year, the truck will be dis-
played in a somewhat different appearance
and will feature new capabilities.

The Vystrel's capacity is ten troopers includ-
ing the driver and truck leader. Its 16-mm armor
provides Class 6 protection. However, troopers
can fire through the firing ports. In case of hit-
ting a mine, the V-shaped bottom dissipates
explosion energy. Unlike infantry combat vehi-
cles and tanks, the KAMAZ armoured truck is
spacious enough for the crew, its diesel engine
starts fast and without preliminary oil system
priming. In addition, the Vystrel with a power-
to-weight ratio of 20 hp/t is almost noiseless,
which allows the troopers to sneak in on the
enemy quietly. After all, surprise ensures suc-
cess of the battle. To cap it all, the truck quick-
ly accelerates to 90 km/h.

In line with the Russian Ministry of Defence
requirements, KAMAZ designed a line of all-
wheel drive vehicles with an enhanced carry-
ing capacity. Its baseline models are the
KAMAZ-65224 (6x6) and KAMAZ-6560 (8x8) that
are displayed at the VTTV 2007 show as well.

The trucks are based on production assem-
blies and units of the KAMAZ-6522 general-
purpose vehicle of the KAMAZ enhanced car-
rying-capacity family. The KAMAZ-65224 and
KAMAZ-6560 all-wheel drive vehicles mount
the beefed-up transfer box, gearbox, drive
axles with wheel reduction gear, enhanced
rigidity frame and tires with the 5.5-t capacity.

The KAMAZ-6560 entered production as late
as 2006. It is the most powerful truck of all exhib-
ited by KAMAZ at VTTV 2007 because it is fitted
with a 400-hp KAMAZ engine. The truck co-opted
all accomplishments of the 6520 enhanced carry-
ing capacity and Mustang military truck families.
It can carry 19-t cargo and tow a 12-ttrailer at the
same time. To boot, the KAMAZ-6560 boasts high
speed and maneuverability, can accelerate up to
90 km/h and 1.75-m fording capability.

The KAMAZ-65224 truck with the 17-t design
payload and 12-t towing capability opens up a
new truck line (gross weight in the road-train is
415 t). New trucks expand KAMAZ trucks'
gross weight range from 40 t to 120 t (KAMAZ-
65225, 65226 and 65228 truck tractors). The high
towing performance of the trucks is owing to
their KAMAZ, Deutz and Cummins engines,
whose power varies from 360 hp to 600 hp.

The KAMAZ-6350 (8x8) is the most powerful
Mustang-family truck. At the show, it is repre-
sented in the form of an artillery tractor with
the armoured cab and a crew module for eight

The KAMAZ-6350 (8x8) is designed to
tow the 2A36 and 2A65 guns and carrying spe-
cial cargo (ammunition).

The crew module with six seats and four
bunks incorporates the FVU-100 filter-ventilator
unit, ON-32D self-contained heating-ventilator
unit, assault rifle holders, intercom, a folding
table with two folding seats and a telephone
providing voice communication with the battery
commander and firing platoon leaders from the
crew leader seat in the cab and crew module.
Space under the bunks is intended for signal
flares, binoculars, the panoramic telescope,
gun sight, Luch device, additional magazines
for the assault rifles, grenade bags, individual
protection gear and other personal effects.

The KAMAZ-5350 (6x6) is the younger broth-
er of the three Mustang family trucks - anoth-
er KAMAZ debutant at the Omsk show. lIts
capacity is 7.35 t. At VTTV 2007, the truck is
unveiled as a 12-t trailer road-train designed
for parachute platform transportation. The
truck with all basic model strengths makes its
dObut at arms shows.

The KAMAZ-4911 Extreme has been a regular
at all major arms shows for many years, which
does not hamper its being a most popular show-
piece regardless of shows' profile and location.
Driving this supertruck, the KAMAZ-Master
team has won many races over 15 years of its
participation in the prestigious Paris-Dakar off-
road race. Whales on motorsports are well up in
the vehicle's characteristic. The engine power
is 700 hp, max speed is 165 km/h, gross weight is
10.4 t and trafficability is absolute. The feelings
one experiences in the cabin of the «flying»
KAMAZ cannot be described by words.

The 26-year experience in cooperating with
the Ministry of Defence and other Russian uni-
formed services enabled KAMAZ to develop the
full range of trucks meeting all requirements to
and demand for heavy-duty vehicles designed
for all armed services, the Emergencies
Ministry, Border Guard and Interior Force.
