
No sooner had the information in the
Russian president authorising the sus-
pension of the CFE Treaty become pub-

lic, as NATO member states and wannabes
reacted in a flurry of official statements. The
reaction was anticipated – alas, this was not a
difficult thing to do. 

One after another, officials of West European
countries and those longing to join NATO
though they are closer to the Indian Ocean than
to the north Atlantic began display their aston-
ishment, regret and concern about the step
taken by Moscow. For instance, NATO
spokesman James Appathurai said: «NATO
regrets this decision by the Russian Federation.
It is a step in the wrong direction. The allies
consider this treaty to be an important corner-
stone of European stability and they would like
to see it ratified as soon as possible.» The rest
followed suit, the only original being Georgian
Deputy Foreign Minister Georgy Manjgaladze.
According to the Novosti-Georgia news
agency, he said the reason for the adapted CFE
Treaty to remain not ratified by most of NATO
members had been Russia's failure to meet a
number of its obligations under the treaty. Well,
the statement by the Georgian deputy foreign
minister is understandable: the urge to join
NATO is so strong that some believe the more
mud they sling at their northern neighbour, the

At noon on 14 July 2007, the offi-
cial Web site of the Russian presi-
dent displayed information that
Vladimir Putin had signed a decree
On Suspending the Russian
Federation's Participation in the
Treaty on Conventional Armed
Forces in Europe and Related
International Agreement. The
treaty had put limits on deploying
tanks, armoured personnel carri-
ers, infantry fighting vehicles,
artillery systems and combat
planes and helicopters in Europe.
The decree was a step that
Russian leaders were forced to
take by NATO itself..  
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more brownie points they earn with their over-
seas masters. However, nobody, save for
Germany, paid attention to the Russian presi-
dent stating Russia had suspended its compli-
ance with the CFE Treaty until the NATO mem-
ber states ratified the Agreement on Adaptation
and started complying with it in good faith. 

No matter how much Russian diplomats and
politicians insisted on ratification, no matter
how many concessions they made and warn-
ings issued to their Western colleagues, the
situation is still the same. To cap it all, the dri-
ving force behind NATO – the United States –
pulled out of the ABM Treaty in 2002 and pro-
posed this year to deploy its missile defences
in Eastern Europe for the good of the very East
European countries where the missile
defences are to be deployed. Interestingly, the
East European in question bought that line.
How naïve one should be to believe the US
missile defences in Eastern Europe will be
designed to defend them from Iranian or North
Korean missiles?

Firstly, neither country has missiles able to
reach Eastern Europe and will not have them in
the near future. Secondly, it is better to inter-
cept hostile missile at the ascending stage,
rather than at the trajectory's leg where they
only thing MIRVs have to do is to plunge to
their targets after separation. Even if an
antimissile hits one of them, one can only
guess where the radioactive debris are going
to rain down. Thirdly, the missile defence sys-
tem is to be deployed against Russian ICBMs
maintaining the strategic nuclear balance in
the world so far. However, those willing to wel-
come missile defence elements in their coun-
tries have forgotten a simple truth: if strategic
missiles are used one day, it is those elements,
rather than the strategic forces, that are going
to be taken out first with conventional tactical
and battlefield weapons, rather than nuclear
ones. So, the countries unwilling for whatever
considerations to get involved in a military con-
frontation the United States could unleash
(there are many an example how this can be
done – Iraq, Afghanistan, Yugoslavia, just to
name a few) will be dragged in automatically. 

As for conventional arms, some basic maths
would not hurt either. The CFE Treaty was
signed in 1990 during the confrontation
between NATO and the Warsaw Pact. The bal-
ance of armament in service with the member
states of the two blocs was calculated. Now
that part of the former Warsaw Pact joined
NATO, their armament is not compliant with the
treaty, while the Russian does. Simply put, the
tanks, IFVs, artillery pieces, warplanes and
combat helicopters of Bulgaria, the Czech
Republic, Estonia, Hungary, Latvia, Lithuania,
Poland, Romania and Slovakia are not included
in NATO's quota. As a result, NATO exceeds
the CFE limits by almost 6,000 tanks, about
10,000 IFVs and APCs, over 5,000 artillery
weapons, 1,500 warplanes and over 500 com-
bat helicopters. NATO deems this maths right. 

In the 1990s, Russia withdrew thousands
tanks, SP guns, IFVs, APCs and combat aircraft
from Europe to the other side of the Urals where

they were ruthlessly cut up for scrap metal.
New weapons were withdrawn, rather than old
gear which service life expired. How come not a
single NATO country scrapped a single tank?
Germany even mothballed the former East
German T-72Ms MiG-29s and BMP-1s inherited.
Now, there have popped up an opportunity to
hand some of the Leopard 2A4s over to Poland.
Greece received some of these Leopards 'free
of charge' in exchange for its acquisition of
Leopard 2Hs and a licence to produce them.

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neither the Soviet Union, nor Russia has ever
voiced initiatives similar to the East European
missile defence one by the United States. Fancy
the howl if Russia initiate the deployment of an
early warning radar and a few antimissiles, say,
in Venezuela to «defend the United States from
terrorists and drug traffickers» or «defend
Venezuela from somebody». There you are. And
deploying anything somewhere in Europe goes
quite natural to the United States.  

Certainly, many are surprised with and con-
cerned about the decision taken by President
Putin, and rightly so. Now, they have to scrap
up some reason, weigh pros and contras and
get at the negotiating table with Russia to
negotiate constructively, rather than do it from
the position of strength. 

The decision to suspend the compliance with
CFE Treaty is unprecedented in modern history,
according to the Russian Foreign Ministry. «The
step has been caused by extraordinary circum-
stances pertaining to the contents of the CFE
Treaty, affecting security of the Russian
Federation and necessitating urging measures
to be taken. For the duration o the suspension,
Russia shall not be bound by any limits on con-
ventional arms. However, the actual number of
the Russian weapons and associated materiel
shall depend on the evolution of the military and
political situation, including the willingness of
other CFE signatories to display appropriate
restraint,» the Novosti news agency quotes the
Russian Foreign Ministry. 

Analysis of the statement shows that Russia
is far from assuming a confrontational posture
and is not starting another Cold War. By the
way, it is not the Soviet Union that unleashed
the Cold War or dropped the Iron Curtain. «It is
the West that used the Iron Curtain to shut off
the Soviet Union,» a West European told me
once. The man was ashamed that people in his
country knew next to nothing about the Soviet
Union and Russia, though we could tell them
about their country in spades.  

Russia is not refusing a dialogue on the CFE
Treaty, and its future steps will depend on how
the situation evolves, i.e. on the common sense
of leaders of the NATO countries.
